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Because the Lutheran Church traditionally follows a liturgical church 
year calendar, our congregation generally only has a couple of Sundays 
to actually recognize and celebrate Christmas each year.  The season of 
Christmas really only begins on Christmas Eve and runs until January 
6th when the Day of Epiphany launches the longer season of Epiphany. 
 
The Christian church calendar begins with Advent, the four week season 
which leads up to Christmas.  During the season of Advent we generally 
hear and preach on texts which give reference to Christ’s coming not on 
that first Christmas, but to the second coming of Christ at the end of 
time.  Therefore, we do two weeks of Christmas carols while the whole 
world around us has been singing carols since Thanksgiving.   
 
This year, things will be a little different.  We will be focusing on 
Christmas throughout the Advent season, beginning on November 27th 
and running through the start of Epiphany.  To aid us in this more in depth 
look at Christmas, we will be using Martin Luther’s Christmas sermons.  
Hold on!  Don’t let that scare you.  Five hundred years ago Luther wrote 
powerful messages of challenge and of hope to the everyday people of his 
world.  His words speak directly to our own day as well.  We pastors will 
weave in some of our own insights too.  Each week we will be 
considering a different aspect or personality of the story of Jesus’ birth.  
The services will also include a wonderful mix of styles of Christmas 
music from past centuries and from today.  The worship team also has 
wonderful plans for decorating the sanctuary.  All we need now is you.  
Come to the place where the Christmas focus is centered on the birth of 
our Lord and Savior, Jesus.  We will be blessed together as we worship 
and grow.
