The Church Council has voted to move 
forward with hiring an Interim Pastor. It 
is expected that we will have an Interim 
pastor for a minimum of 12 months. 
This will allow Lord of Life time to 

adjust to Pastor Darrell Pedersen’s absence and to prepare 
for a new Sr. Pastor. Interim pastors are specially trained 
to help us determine our vision and goals for the future.
